The artist, Eti More, built the concept of her exhibition around the subject of stone.
The Stone embodied in the exhibition is full of significance stretching as far back as
the biblical times and into our current political climate and all the essence within it.
Eti has a dialog with the stone. The refined aesthetic is infused with meaning and

content and if observed profoundly, one can understand the hurt it signifies.

She creates in bold swaths of color and in large formats. The subjects hidden within
each piece aren't easily confronted. The art mirrors Israel's difficult reality, with land

struggles and with large-scale wars that began as simple stone throwing.

Eti More is a second generation holocaust survivor, and her family's history
represents itself in her work as faceless subjects and it is exactly this that symbolizes

those who passed in the most anonymous manner.

Born in Poland, Eti arrived in Israel at the age of 5. After serving in the Israeli military
she studied at Parson's and at the New School in New York. There she exhibited and
waon a prize for the sculpture "pride”. She has exhibited her works at an innumerable

number of galleries in New York and elsewhere.
